These souls will not be judged severely, but Your 
mercy will embrace them as they depart from this 
life. 

 

 Eternal Father, turn Your merciful gaze upon the 
souls who glorify and venerate Your greatest 
attribute, that of Your fathomless mercy, and 
who are enclosed in the Most Compassionate 
Heart of Jesus. These souls are a living Gospel; 
their hands are full of deeds of mercy, and their 
hearts, overflowing with joy, sing a canticle of 
mercy to You, O Most High! I beg You O God: 

 

Show them Your mercy according to the hope 
and trust they have placed in You. Let there be 
accomplished in them the promise of Jesus, who 
said to them that during their life, but especially 
at the hour of death, the souls who will venerate 
this fathomless mercy of His, He, Himself, will 
defend as His glory.

All: Most Merciful Jesus, You Yourself have said 
that You desire mercy; so I bring into the abode 
of Your Most Compassionate Heart the souls in 
Purgatory, souls who are very dear to You, and 
yet, who must make retribution to Your justice. 

not refuse light to those who seek it of You. 
Receive into the abode of Your Most 
Compassionate Heart the souls of those who have 
separated themselves from Your Church. Draw 
them by Your light into the unity of the Church, 
and do not let them escape from the abode of 
Your Most Compassionate Heart; but bring it 
about that they, too, come to glorify the 
generosity of Your mercy. 

 

Eternal Father, turn Your merciful gaze upon the 
souls of those who have separated themselves 
from Your Son's Church, who have squandered 
Your blessings and misused Your graces by 
obstinately persisting in their errors. Do not look 
upon their errors, but upon the love of Your own 
Son and upon His bitter Passion, which He 
underwent for their sake, since they, too, are 
enclosed in His Most Compassionate Heart. Bring 
it about that they also may glorify Your great 
mercy for endless ages. Amen.

SIXTH DAY - EASTER WEDNESDAY 

 

Leader:  Today bring to Me THE MEEK AND 
HUMBLE SOULS and THE SOULS OF LITTLE 
CHILDREN, and immerse them in My mercy. 

They 
strengthened Me during My bitter agony. I saw them 
as earthly Angels, who will keep vigil at My altars. I 
pour out upon them whole torrents of grace. I favor 
humble souls with My confidence.

"Learn from Me for I am meek and humble of 
heart." Receive into the abode of Your Most 
Compassionate Heart all meek and humble souls 
and the souls of little children. These souls send 
all heaven into ecstasy and they are the heavenly 
Father's favorites. They are a sweet-smelling 
bouquet before the throne of God; God Himself 
takes delight in their fragrance. These souls have 
a permanent abode in Your Most Compassionate 
Heart, O Jesus, and they unceasingly sing out a 
hymn of love and mercy.
